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Paintball Game General Rules

1.  All players must begin the game at their flag station (or assigned starting point) and cannot leave that area until the game begins.

2.  Players who are hit anywhere on their body, gun, or pack are out of the game.

3.  Players who are eliminated may not, by word or gesture, indicate any intentions or locations of the opposing team members.

4.  If a player is eliminated while he is carrying the flag, he must drop the flag where he was hit, or hang it on the nearest available object.

5.  When a player is carrying the flag, it must remain visible at all times and be carried in the hand, over the arm, or around the neck.

Safety!


When playing or watching a game of paintball you must always wear a mask!


When you are not playing, your barrel bag is placed securely on your gun!

Annihilator

Requirements:


Set up multiple 5 man teams. (maximum 4 teams for every acre of play)


Place teams in the area so that they are not in sight of each other.


For ease of scorekeeping, each team may have their own ref and color of paint.

Duration:


30 to 45 minutes

Rules:


Teams will stay in their starting stations until the start of the game.


Teams get points for each elimination they inflict on other teams.


There are no points for surviving members of the team.


General Rules 1, 2, and 3 apply

Objective:


Team with the highest score wins.
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
