YOU WANT TO PLAY PAINTBALL? HERE’S WHAT TO DO...
Get yourself out to TheField (alone or with friends).
From 99 or 41, take the Jensen exit and head west. About 2.5 miles down on your right you’ll see the
Fresno Regional Sports Complex. Drive into the park and be sure to tell the person in the booth if you
happen to live in Fresno. Drive through park... all the way to the back. If you’re not yet 18, be sure to
bring a parent or guardian with you to sign the waiver.
What to wear and bring-
We suggest you wear baggy clothes to which you arent too attached (they will get painted up). You must
wear long pants (no shorts) and although it’s not required you should consider wearing a long sleeved shirt.
Close-toed shoes are required-metal cleats are not allowed.
Extra items:
gloves
beanie/ headwrap
neck protector
chest protector (we rent these at TheField)
towel
spray bottle with water in it
Once you arrive-
After you walk through the gate, turn left and get signed up. We’ll ask you or your parent to fill out the
waiver and then we’ll put a wristband on you. This wristband is your key to get into the playing fields.
Do you need equipment? We rent complete gun sets for $10.00. Maybe you just need a mask, or a Co2
tank. We rent these items also. For a complete list of stuff we rent, check out the field prices page. Just
let us know what your situation is and we’ll help you out.
Do you need paintballs? At¢ TheField we carry 3 types of paint: field grade (Heat, Stinger), medium grade
(Premium), and tournament grade (Marballizer). They will all work for you, just pick the one in your price range.
All Day Air
Paintguns use gas to propel the paintballs. There are two types of gas: Co2 and Compressed Air. If you are
renting equipment you will get a Co2 tank which will be tagged with a band which will allow you to come to
the booth as often as you like to get refills. If you have your own tank, you can purchase ‘all day air’, we will
band your tank and then we’ll refill it for you, all day.
Play -
If you are completely new to paintball, let us know at the booth. We’ll introduce you to a ref who will make sure
you get in on some games and help you to learn how we do things. There will be a safety meeting and then play
begins!
Take a moment to go over our rules of play on the Rules & Regulations page. At TheField we take care to assist new players
so they will have a great day. All staff members (wearing orange shirts) are willing and able to answer all your questions!
